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The “JBA Guardians” team was started by Major Brent Golembiewski (“G-11”) after he PCS’d to JB Andrews with his family and found no organized hockey team on the installation.  “G” realized he was part of a similar situation he experienced at his last duty station, Fairchild AFB, WA, where he helped establish the installations first varsity hockey team, similar to how a majority of our active duty bases have varsity softball and basketball teams.  When “G” PCS’d to Andrews in mid-2013 and found the base lacking a team, he decided he’d attempt to establish one here as well.  With he and his families continued support, the team is gaining momentum and well on its way to becoming a permanent fixture on JB Andrews.  

The Team:
The JBA “Guardians” is managed and ran by us, the players.  We don’t receive financial support from the Air Force or the base, nor do we receive paid manpower to help manage our players, league/tournament entries, or finances.  These functions are performed by us, The Team, for one purpose…the love of the game.  

We are continuously looking for more hockey players to join our team during league and tournament play, and take part in practice sessions and organic scrimmages when ice is available.  The team plays in summer and fall/winter leagues in the local area and competes in regionalized tournaments as players and team finances are available.  

Since 2013, the team has participated in 2-4 tournaments per year spanning the nation and east coast.  We’ve competed each fall in the Armed Services Hockey Tournament in Las Vegas, NV.  Recently our competitive team won the 2015 North Carolina Classic in Raleigh NC!  We are currently playing in a summer league in Waldorf and will play in a fall/winter league this winter.  In addition, we periodically participate in the Public Service Hockey League (PSHL).

Mission:
Elevate each player’s skill level and provide players a competitive team to participate in commensurate league and tournaments high level of play.  

Team set up:
Our skill ranges from (A) college level, (B) high school/league play, to (C) beginner.  We adjust tournament entries based on skill.

We typically hold practice once a week and/or have league play 1-2 days per week.  This is based on where we are at within the calendar year/season.  

During the fall and summer leagues, we typically play 2 days per week and do not hold practices.  Generally, before the summer or fall league begins we will hold practice 2-4 times per month or as ice becomes available. 

Ice & League Fees: 
1.  Leagues:  There are many leagues within the National Capital Region (NCR) and their prices can vary by $1K or more depending on their location, rink set-up, and demand.  

We typically play in Waldorf due to the lower cost of the league.  For the season it's $400 per player and we ask each player to pay in full at the beginning of the season.  If you join the team during a season, you can pay a prorated amount for league entry (in some instances $20 per game).   http://capital.publishpath.com/adult-ice-hockey-league 

2. Practice fees:  Will be determined at the end of each season.  For planning purposes, estimate $10 per skate.

3. Landing fee:  We ask each player to pay a one-time $50 landing fee which will get you a team patch, one free skate sharpening, and team helmet stickers including your jersey number.  

4. U.S.A. Hockey:  $45/player annually.  Requirement for each player to enter a tournament.
